Today’s Forecast:

Friday may turn out to be the hottest day of the
summer so far as temperatures move into the
lower to middle 90s, and it will feel like close to
100 with the humidity factored in. Ozone levels
will rise higher, perhaps into the high end of the
moderate range due to a lack of any convective
activity. PM2.5 concentrations will average in
the mid-moderate range with highest
concentrations likely in the morning as an
inversion will be present.
